Indeed, we benefit much edification from meditation in the Word,

prayer, and the fellowship of the saints, but these can evaporate

quickly if we don’t pass our tests in the daily circumstances God

arranges for us.

Permanent, lasting strength of character comes only by passing

through many tests of faith and patience in a surrendered frame of

mind and heart. George Mueller, who cared for 2,500 orphans a

day by faith alone, said,, “The only way to learn strong faith is to

endure great trials. I have learned my faith by standing firm amid

severe testings.”

The power to endure and overcome is strictly a matter of spiritual

conditioning, of what level of difficulties we become capable of

handling. Every test we go through successfully conditions or

prepares us to go through the next one. The more we take, the

more we can take.

Every strain we accept and bear in full submission to God, enlarges

us and creates within us the ability to bear even greater adversities

with equal ease. In this way, our tests are constantly taking us from

one level of strength to a greater one. Every time we pass through

another “Valley of Baca,” or the place of trial, we “go from

strength to strength – increasing in victorious power” (Psalms 84:5-

7, AMP).
